Card Information and Conditions 

 
Congratulations on receiving your Gambier Coachlines Gold Travel Card. 

This card will enable you to get discounts and free merchandise along the way when paying 

final payments of trips and tours. 

 

What is it and how does it work? 
 
The idea of the Gambier Coachlines Gold Travel Card is to reward passengers for their 

continued patronage.  

 

Your Gambier Coachlines Gold Travel Card must be presented each time you pay the balance 

off of your trip/tour. Records of this will also be kept by Gambier Coachlines so if for some 

reason or another you misplace your card you will still be entitled to the benefits. 

 

Each passenger has their own card – you cannot use someone else’s card. Once you have 

been allocated a customer number this number is yours forever, as you fill up each card you 

will be issued with another one to start again with the same customer number. 

 

This card works in 2 ways for both Trips and Tours: 

 

Trips 

A trip is any domestic trip that only involves up to 3 nights accommodation. 

It only applies to trips that have been organized soley by Gambier Coachlines and does not 

include trips that have been organized in conjunction with any group/club. 

Each time you pay the balance off of a trip away we will stamp a box on your card, once you 

have 2 boxes stamped the next time you book a trip away you will be eligible to redeem your 

$30.00 discount at the time of booking, you will need to surrender your card to be able to 

obtain your discount.  

 

Tours 

A tour is an extended tour away involving 4 nights accommodation or more right up to the 

Overseas tours.  

Each time you pay the balance off of a tour away you will be eligible for what is listed in the 

box eg 2nd Tour a Free Jacket. These boxes must be marked off in order and cannot be 

transferred to another customer. 

The discounts listed on the card are not redeemable for cash.
